MINUTES OF GENERAL BODY MEETING HELD ON 21/04/2013 AT DEHRADUN

A General Body Meeting of Power & Banking Karam. Awasiya Sehkarita (Regd.) was held at Registered Office at Village Poundha, Tehsil Vikas Nagar, Dehradun (Uttrakhand) on 21st April, 2013 at 2.00 pm.

Shri Ajay Bansal, President, welcomed all the members at the premises of the Society and introduced the Managing Committee to the members.  Then The President requested the General Secretary to precise the meeting as per Agenda items already circulated among members.

Shri Kamal Kant, General Secretary after welcoming all started the meeting as per agenda.  As per Agenda Item No.1. Minutes of the last General Body Meeting held at Dehradun on 18/12/2011 were read before the Members which were approved unanimously.
As per Agenda Item No.2 Balance Sheet for the financial year 2011-12 along with other annexes were read before the Members and the same were approved unanimously by them.  Some worthy members wanted that copies of previous B/S of Society to be circulated among members for record.  It was resolved that all previous B/S be incorporated in website of the Society i.e. powerandbanking.in with immediate effect and in future B/s be placed at website.
As per Agenda Item No.3, General Secretary informed the house that Society is having approx.101 bighas of land registered in its name and out of which approx.70 bighas are at one place with boundary and gate.  General Secretary informed the house that the Society's land which is at one place and connected to main road can only be permitted by Massurie Dehradun Development Authority for submitting the proposed Lay Out. The General Secretary further informed that the proposed Lay Out is prepared by the Architect M/s Johnsons & Associates.  GS further informed the house that out of total boundary land of 49278 sq meters, about 52 % of land is to be left for Green areas, Commercial Area, Public/semi public area, E.W.S area and for roads.   Only 48% of land is to be earmarked for plots. GS further informed the house that there was no option but to reduce the sizes of plots proportionately for all categories to accommodate 185 members as on record.  GS further informed that guidelines and bye laws of MDDA are to be followed so that the proposed Lay Out is submitted for approval otherwise the Uttrakhand Govt. will not be able to pass the proposed Lay Out of our Society. 
Long discussions were held on this important agenda among members who wanted to know the future  plan of Society for  the land which will left with the Society and if the  payments which were made by the respective members as demanded by the Society  for 200 sq. yards, 300 sq. yards and 500 sq. 
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yards will be compensated with the reduction of sizes as proposed in the Lay Out.  It was also discussed among members at lenth that what would be the criteria for compensation to the members who have left with approx 50 % of plot sizes if the 
proposed Lay Out is cleared by MDDA. 

General Secretary informed the house that as on date what will be the demand of MDDA after submitting the Lay Out for approval is not known and it will be clear as and when demand letter for EDC/IDC charges will be raised by MDDA at later stage.  Then the actual cost will be fixed for every plot and will be informed to members and accordingly demands/refunds would be decided by the Society. GS further informed the house that Society has spent money for entire land for plots as well as for open areas to be left as per guidelines of MDDA.

After protected discussions among Members in the General Body Meeting it was unanimously decided to go ahead with the proposed Lay Out.  The mandate was given to Managing Committee to submit proposed Lay Out to MDDA for early approval.
As per Agenda item No.4, General Secretary read the draft B/s and profit & Loss Accounts of the Society for the year 2012-13.  GS informed the house that approx. Rs.30 lac is in the account of Society for further expenses.  It was suggested by some members that fixed deposits may be made for the amount lying in the account.  GS informed the members that as desired short term fixed deposits will be made.  GS further informed as and when demanded money to be deposited to MDDA, then the decision to sell extra land will be taken as per requirement.  The House gives its consent for the same.  General Secretary further informed that for selling of extra land which could not be clubbed with the main boundary land, permission from Uttrakhand Govt. would be inquired.

As per Agenda Item No.5, members were of the opinion that more efforts be made to approve the proposed Lay Out as early as possible from MDDA.
The meeting was over with vote of thanks by the President.
